• Digits in green squares are in the correct row and column of the sub-block; digits in yellow squares aren’t in 

that square, but do appear in either that row or column of the sub-block; digits in gray squares do not 

appear in that row or column of the sub-block.   

A board with known correct numbers is provided on the next page.
