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Edits, Updates, and Amendments Regarding Policy, Procedure, and Planning 
	
  
	
  

The items that follow concern standard edits, updates and amendments to University policy, 
procedure and planning. They specifically regard: state-required certification of compliance with 
the Veterans’ Access, Choice and Accountability Act of 2014; a customary report on student 
housing; revisions to the Longwood Center for Visual Arts (LCVA) Advisory Board Guidelines 
to reflect the recent affiliation with the Folk Arts Society; an update on Internal Audit Activity 
and an update to the Internal Audit Charter to maintain compliance with the International 
Standards for the Professional Practice of Internal Auditing. Also included are clarifications and 
minor revisions to the Commonwealth-mandated Student-Athlete Arrest Policy, following 
review by the faculty-led Intercollegiate Athletics Council this spring. 

 Additional items include the latest revisions to the University Sexual Misconduct Policy, 
adding definitions of terms and clarifications on matters of compliance that are required under 
federal law to be in place by July 1. These revisions have been reviewed by the President’s Title 
IX Advisory Group (consisting of faculty, staff and students) and by the Office of the Attorney 
General.  

The final items include a policy on deficits and deficit provision acknowledgement form, as 
required under Virginia Code; a small number of course fee approvals; and a request for 
approval of a faculty candidate for emeritus status.
